Part A: Pupil premium strategy plan
[bookmark: _Toc357771640][bookmark: _Toc346793418]Statement of intent
	At The Holt Primary School, we have high expectations for all pupils within our setting, irrespective of their background or the challenges they face, and deliver a curriculum that enables them to make good progress and achieve high attainment across all subject areas. We believe that with high quality teaching and engagement with parents and outside agencies, including pastoral support, we can empower all out children to reach their potential. We can provide a personalised approach to meet individual needs academically, socially and emotionally.  
The strategies implemented enable us to meet the needs of those children in receipt of Pupil Premium, including progress for those who are already high attainers. The focus of our pupil premium strategy is to support disadvantaged pupils to achieve that goal and aim that these children do as well as their peers with a similar starting point who are not eligible. 
We will consider the challenges faced by vulnerable pupils, such as those who have a social worker and young carers. The activity outlined within this statement is also intended to support their needs, regardless of whether they are disadvantaged or not.
High-quality teaching is at the heart of our approach, with a focus on areas in which disadvantaged pupils require the most support. Within every lesson, there is an increased focus on supporting those children with the areas in which they need the most support.  This is proven to have the greatest impact on closing the attainment gap and at the same time will benefit the non-disadvantaged pupils in our school. It is the aim of our school that non-disadvantaged pupils’ attainment will be sustained and improved alongside progress for their disadvantaged peers to enable all pupils to catch up.
Our strategy is also integral to wider school plans for education recovery, notably in its targeted support through tutoring and small group intervention for pupils whose education has been worst affected, including non-disadvantaged pupils.    
Funding is allocated within the financial year and our approach will be responsive to common challenges and individual needs, based on our own data analysis and by making use of the EEF current research. This allows us to plan how we will support pupils strategically year on year. 

The approaches we have adopted complement each other to help pupils excel. To ensure they are effective we will:
· ensure disadvantaged pupils are challenged in the work that they’re set
· act early to intervene at the point need is identified
· adopt a whole school approach in which all staff take responsibility for disadvantaged pupils’ outcomes and raise expectations of what they can achieve



Challenges
This details the key challenges to achievement that we have identified among our disadvantaged pupils.

	Assessments, observations, and discussions with pupils indicate weaker oral language skills and vocabulary gaps among some pupils, including disadvantaged pupils. These include speech and language difficulties and a lack of exposure to wider vocabulary. These are evident in our youngest pupils, especially Reception and KS1 and is an impact of time away from school and pre-schooling during the pandemic. In general, these are more prevalent among our disadvantaged pupils than their peers.


	2
	Assessments, observations, and discussions with pupils suggest disadvantaged pupils generally have greater difficulties with phonics than their peers. This negatively impacts their development as readers.

	Internal and external (where available) assessments indicate that maths attainment among disadvantaged pupils is significantly below that of non-disadvantaged pupils with a particular weakness in core maths skills, vocabulary and application of calculation to problem solving and reasoning activities.

	Internal and external (where available) assessments indicate that reading attainment among disadvantaged pupils is significantly below that of non-disadvantaged pupils with a particular weakness in fluency and decoding impacting on comprehension and recall

	Our assessments and observations indicate that the education and wellbeing of many of our disadvantaged pupils have been impacted by partial school closures to a greater extent than for other pupils. This has resulted in children not being socially and emotionally ready to access learning demonstrated by poor motivation, self-belief and stamina. This can impact on their ability to focus and do well with their learning. These findings are supported by national studies.

	Time away from school and remote learning for our youngest pupils impacted on their levels of attainment during the pandemic. This was harder to access independently and resulted in our 2019 cohort, current year 2’s starting the academic year 2021 with only 33% working at age related expectations (RWM combined)

Part B: Review of outcomes in the previous academic year
Pupil premium strategy outcomes
This details the impact that our pupil premium activity had on pupils in the 2020 to 2021 academic year. 
	Due to COVID-19, performance measures have not been published for 2020 to 2021, and 2020 to 2021 results will not be used to hold schools to account. The strategies below were part of our 20/21 Pupil Premium Strategy- the Pandemic during this period impacted on the schools ability to deliver the planned actions in full and achieve the outcomes intended. 
Our internal assessments suggest that the performance of disadvantaged pupils was lower in 20/21 than in previous years in key areas of the curriculum. 
COVID-19 impact disrupted all subject areas to varying degrees. As evidenced in schools across the country, school closures were most detrimental to our disadvantaged pupils and they were not able to benefit from our planned strategies to improve teaching and target interventions. The impact was mitigated but our drive to maintain a high quality curriculum, including during periods of closure, supported by online resources such as RWI and White Rose math. The detailed analysis of gaps in learning and missed leaning opportunities helped to shape the recovery curriculum for all our pupils but especially our disadvantaged.
Phonics teaching remained a priority during periods when school was open and during lockdown. Regular assessment and the access to high quality teaching and resources, including support by the English Hub ensures that children made good progress from their starting points and catch up was readily accessible when needed to accelerate progress in the form of 1:1 support.  This saw 87% in 2020 achieve ARE including 75% of PP children. This was maintained 2021with 88% including 86% of PP children.
Small group intervention took place in bubbles but had to be amended due to expertise and need as part of the recovery curriculum. This meant that not all children were able to access the specialism they needed and able to benefit from our pupil premium funded interventions we had intened. Much of the intervention and small group work was linked to ongoing teacher assessment, pre teaching and post teaching to ensure gaps were addressed and new concepts not understood were revisited to prevent further gaps in learning appearing. In year 2, 75% of PP children achieved ARE in reading and maths at the end of 2021. In year 6, this was 100% in reading and 80% in maths based on teacher assessment.
Further analysis highlighted the performance of a proportion of pupils eligible for Pupil premium has dipped, particularly in year 3,4 and 5. Our assessment for the reasons for these outcomes are primarily linked to the impact of COVID 19. During this period, the education of these children was disrupted and impacted upon significantly whilst at home, including engagement with remote learning and other home circumstances.
The development of reading fluency was impacted upon by the purchase of high quality reading materials, supporting children’s interests and promoting a love of reading. Decodable texts to support the phonics scheme used for home reading supported the development in phonics seen above and meeting reading expectations. 64% of PP eligible children in Year 1 and 2 achieved ARE in reading.
Our assessments and observations indicated that well being and mental health were significantly impacted upon last year due to COVID 19 issues. Providing 1:1 intervention with an external provider to support emotional needs and anxiety issues has enabled pupils to be more ready for learning and access the curriculum as they deploy strategies they have learned during leaning and social aspects of the school day. This nurturing approach, supporting parents with ideas and strategies too has seen an improvement in motivation and stamina as well as confidence and self esteem. Communication between teachers, parents and the emotional and behavioural specialist has enabled these children to navigate difficult circumstances and thrive and will continue to be built upon.
After school intervention and the access to trips and music were not carried our during the academic year due to the pandemic.
