As children progress through our RWInc programme, they quickly acquire skills and knowledge which allow them to become independent writers. The programme systematically supports the development of their grammar and spelling and pupils are given opportunities to apply this knowledge to communicate their learning throughout the wider curriculum work. 

At the end of Year 1, children are introduced to Active English. This active and engaging approach supports their development as they move from Y1 – Y4 with their understanding of grammatical terms and how to apply them to their independent writing. Each Active English lesson will begin with time to ‘RECALL & LEARN’ key grammatical terminology through the use of picture prompt cards and effective teacher questioning to probe their understanding of the terms. Pupils will then be guided to ‘READ & RESPOND’ to high quality texts which the teacher has carefully selected or written themselves to model excellent vocabulary, sentence structure and the application of grammatical terms. This provides the opportunity for pupils to practise their reading fluency and together, with the teacher, students will be encouraged to ‘read as a writer’.  In each lesson, children will have the opportunity to ‘CREATE & REFLECT’ where they practise writing activities which will apply an aspect of the grammar or writing curriculum.  Because of our high expectations with writing, we expect that pupils will have secured a deep understanding of each grammatical term outlined within the National Curriculum by the end of Year 4 and will be ready to apply their learning to produce excellent writing in Year 5 & 6. 

When children enter Year 5 and 6, they will continue to practise the Active English picture cards and will, at times, use the structure of Active English sessions to establish new learning. Pupils will be provided with a range of exciting and inspirational lessons which will help them to see how authors create different effects on their audience.  Children will constantly be encouraged to ‘read as a writer’ in order to improve their writing techniques.  Students will write for a range of purposes and audiences across the curriculum to develop their skills and communicate their learning. 

At The Holt we value every stage of the writing process and believe that each one is as important as the other. 

Planning – As part of the planning stage, our pupils are provided with a range of texts to analyse to extract the key features of a text type. We provide them with opportunities to read and perform similar texts before starting to plan their own. 

Editing – Being reflective is one of our 6 Rs and we teach children that a first draft is never the finished article.  We spend time demonstrating how to analyse work to correct spelling and grammatical errors as well as thinking carefully about how sentences can be re-arranged to have a greater impact on the reader and to upgrade their vocabulary choices.  In KS1, children will be encouraged to ‘polish’ their work with purple pens to demonstrate aspects of their writing that they have improved. Children working in Year 3 will continue making improvements to their work using purple pens and then in Year 4 will transition to identifying the changes they make by highlighting in yellow. Pupils will be taught to regularly reflect on their writing as well as their writing of their peers. 

Publishing – At The Holt we believe publishing is a key element of the writing process.  We teach pupils to take pride in the work they produce.  We set high expectations for handwriting and the way in which work is presented and later displayed.  We believe this gives our pupils a purpose for writing and offers the whole school community the opportunity to celebrate their efforts. 

Our writing framework offers our pupils the opportunity to learn how to write for a range of purposes and audiences. 

In all Writing lessons we will reinforce our school’s characteristics of good learning:
 Respect. Reflective. Responsible. Resourceful. Resilient. Reasoning. 


By the end of their primary education it is our desire that all pupils are able to confidently and accurately write for a range of purposes and audiences to express their ideas creatively and communicate their learning in any subject in their forthcoming secondary education.
