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Following the aims and objectives of the National Curriculum, at The Holt Primary School, we endeavour to engender a life-long love of reading. We provide children with the skills and knowledge in order to enjoy the art of reading. Reading at our school is driven by a desire for ALL of our pupils to become fluent and confident readers by the end of their primary school journey.  It is our aim to help ALL pupils achieve the National Expected Standard, and to support as many pupils as possible to exceed the standard.  Through our sustained approach, children become inquisitive about language and its structure and actively read for meaning. They also develop widening knowledge and use this to make connections between subjects and aspects of learning. As a result of this, children develop an enquiring mind, which leads to children’s enhanced creativity and ability to reason and problem-solve.

 



	


Impact

Implementation



By the end of their primary education it is our desire that all pupils are able to read fluently, and with confidence, in any subject in their forthcoming secondary education.
 
We aim to instil such a love of reading that our pupils will always enjoy reading and read for pleasure and information.

The impact of our curriculum will not only be measured by assessment procedures which allow us to measure outcomes against all schools nationally: 
 EYFS % of pupils achieving a ‘Good level of development’ (GLD) 
 Phonics Screening Test at the end of Year 1 
 End of KS1 % of children working towards or at the expected standard and at Greater depth in reading, writing and maths 
 End of KS2 % of children working towards or at the expected standard and at Greater depth in reading, writing and maths 

But, will in fact be measured by how effectively it helps our pupils to carry with them the knowledge, skills and inspiration which will make them lifelong readers.

At The Holt we view reading as an essential life skill and want children to leave our school with a love of reading.  This begins as soon as they start school with the systematic and rigorous teaching of synthetic phonics.  Read Write Inc lessons, taught with fidelity, can be seen throughout EYFS and KS1.  Children who fall behind for any reason will be quickly identified and given support to help close gaps in attainment and progress. Careful monitoring of the programme allows pupils to move off the programme so that they can further develop their reading and writing in English lessons. 
From Year 2 to Year 6, Active English helps to support the development of reading fluency and ‘reading as a writer’. Teachers will model excellent reading and will encourage their students to develop their reading fluency by teaching them how to apply the 6 Ps of reading: Pitch, Power, Pause, Passion, Punctuation & Pace. 

Children will see adults loving books and modelling how to ‘think aloud when reading’.  In reading lessons, you will see our teachers using the ‘gradual release of responsibility’ which will help ALL groups of learners to achieve the learning intention. Disadvantaged and SEN pupils will have access to the same texts and learning objectives as the rest of the class and will be given additional support in the form of scaffolds, additional teacher input and extra time to develop and express ideas. 

The development of vocabulary will be treated as a priority for all learners.  Tier 1 and 2 words will be taught discretely as well as more technical language.  Teachers will carefully consider the background knowledge required for pupils to access reading and time will be invested in securing this understanding for ALL pupils, especially the most disadvantaged pupils.  This approach will be transferred into all areas of the curriculum and Knowledge Organisers will be used to support the development of subject specific vocabulary and technical language. 

We want our pupils to have the confidence and knowledge of how to ‘interrogate’ text so that they can fully understand what they read.  We will help them to achieve this by modelling in our class ‘Book of Books’ how to:
· Make predictions
· Raise questions
· Determine the meaning of unknown words by examining root words and the context they are used
· Collect new words and phrases that they like and could be used in future written work
· Summarise key parts of reading and whole books
· Infer meaning
· Rate the book out of 5 stars and support their opinions with specific reasons

The experience children are provided with in their reading lessons will help pupils gain the necessary skills to independently comprehend and articulate their own responses, not only in reading assessments, but throughout the curriculum. 

In all Reading lessons we will reinforce our school’s characteristics of good learning:
 Respect. Reflective. Responsible. Resourceful. Resilient. Reasoning.

Book of Books Expectations
EYFS & Key Stage 1 
Class Reading Book – Photocopy of front cover, predictions and questions at the start, WOW words, 6 P’s annotated section and 5-star rating after reading the book.
Please photocopy the front cover of books that you read place in your Book of Books to help capture the ‘reading diet’ your class are getting.  As you read books, please add to your list of WOW words and any 6 Ps development and give each one a 5-star rating.
It is an expectation of the school that this is kept up-to-date as it is important to track the books our pupils are being exposed to as part of their reading record.
Key Stage 2
Class Reading Book – Photocopy of front cover, predictions and questions at the start, WOW words, 6 P’s annotated section, examples of inferring meaning based on evidence collection, character profile of main character, summary of whole book or key chapter in the book and 5-star rating after reading the book.
Teachers will photocopy the front cover of books that they read in their Book of Books to help capture the ‘reading diet’ your class are experiencing.  As they read books, they will add to their list of WOW words, any 6 Ps development and give each book a 5-star rating.  They may include other aspects they feel are important to capture or celebrate so that children can remember their learning journey with the books they read together. 













Home Reading
Children on the RWInc Programme are matched with a book that is phonically decodable and in line with the scheme.  They are also encouraged to have books read to them by their families to further develop their love of reading. Details of this reading should be recorded by their families in their reading diary.  
Once children are off the RWInc Programme, they are matched with the colour band and they are able to choose books to practise their reading skills. Details of this reading should be recorded by their families in their reading diary.  
When children become fluent readers, they are able to independently select books that interest them.  The class teacher will monitor their book choices and will encourage them to read a variety of developmentally appropriate books. In Year 3 & 4 pupils will record their reading in journals and in Year 5 & 6 they will begin to interrogate their home reading books with more independence and maturity by mirroring the Book of Books they use in class in their own book. 











Intervention
Rigorous and ongoing assessment will identify children who are falling behind with the RWInc Programme and these children will be targeted with specific 1:1 tutoring sessions. 
With our high expectations for Quality First Teaching, it is our goal that all children should be off the RWInc Programme by the time they leave Year 1.  Any children, who for specific reasons, do not meet this expectation, will be provided with RWInc 1:1 tutoring and will continue to join the relevant RWInc teaching group. 
In KS2, children working in the bottom 20% of learners are supported to develop their reading fluency and comprehension skills both in class and in targeted, small group sessions.  They are assessed using the Multi-dimensional Fluency Scale to track their progress.   Additional sessions are organised to have minimal disruption during wider curriculum activities. 
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
